Elder George was born in Taiwan and spent part of his childhood in the Philippines, where
he attended Grace Christian School. He came to faith in Christ in second grade and was
baptized at the age of 15. During his teenage years, he was actively involved in the Gideons
youth ministry, reaching out to unbelieving young people and leading them to Christ. Later,
when his father was assigned to Chile, George came to the United States to complete high
school, and then pursued higher education in Pennsylvania, Wisconsin, and Minnesota,
studying Econometrics and earning an MBA in Operations Research.In his early adulthood,
George focused primarily on academics and career, seeking worldly success for nearly
fifteen years. While working in Minnesota , however, he rededicated his life to Christ,
joined T4C Church, and actively served in youth and adult Sunday School, fellowship
groups, and translation ministry, while also pursuing theological studies at Bethel
Seminary. In 1998, together with fellow coworkers, he helped establish the Minnesota
Mandarin Christian Church (MMCC) and served as its first Board Chairman.In 2002,
George was called to a senior leadership position in the banking industry, yet he continued
serving MMCC for two years. For nearly two decades while living in Houston, Texas, he
remained deeply engaged in church ministry and with the Salvation Army, frequently
preaching and actively promoting missions. After retiring in 2024, he and his wife Debbie
were moved by the Lord to return to Minnesota and to serve again with MMCC brothers
and sisters in building up the church. In July 2025, he was unanimously elected by the
congregation to be the church’s first Elder.
